Bhagat Phool Singh Ji
(1885-1942)
Born on February 24, 1885 in Mahra village of Sonepat district, Bhagat Phool Singh Ji
was a visionary noble soul. His firm belief in empowerment and emancipation of women
through education led him to establish a Gurukul with 03 girls at Khanpur Kalan in 1936.

The anti-social elements did not support Bhagat Phool Singh Ji’s seminal idea of women’s

education and consequently assassinated him on August 14, 1942.

"Subhashini Devi
(1914-2003)
Bhagat Phool Singh Ji’s assassination could not kill the idea of women’s education. His
legacy and philosophy were continued by his daughter Subhashini. She tried hard to
persuade the parents in the nearby villages to get their girls educated and also appealed the
rich landlords of the area to donate their land for the noble cause of girls’ education. The
Government of India recognized her service to the society and conferred Padmashree on
Subhashini in 1976.

Bhagat Phool Singh Mahila Vishwavidyalaya’s vision is to make a
profound difference in the lives of women by empowering them to attain
their full potential through pursuit of knowledge, acquisition of skills,
development of character and self esteem, and recognition of their rights

and responsibilities.
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THE UNIVERSITY

The 20™ century dawned on India with the paramount agenda of independence. All other
agendas were drawn to the background in its halo. The social dimensions of Indian life
were, obviously, relegated to the background in the rush for independence. However, men
like Gandhi stood for social issues and the name extended as an epithet to one social
reformer in Haryana: Bhagat Phool Singh Ji, as the dehati Gandhi. He established a
Gurukul for boys in 1919 and then, inspired by the plight of women, opened a Gurukul for
women at Khanpur Kalan in 1936. Assassinated in 1942, for his ‘radical’ views on
women empowerment, his sapling was nurtured into a plant by his daughter Subhashini ji,
who was awarded the Padamshri for her exemplary services. It was due to her relentless
efforts that constituent institutions were added to the gurukul: BPS Memorial Girls’
College (1967), BPS College of Education (1968), MSM Ayurvedic College (1973), BPS
Mahila Polytechnic (1984), TIG Bhainswal Kalan (1999) and PSD Law College (2003).

2006 was a watershed moment for the group of educational institutions as the State
Government upgraded it to a State University: Bhagat Phool Singh Mahila
Vishwavidyalaya. The transition was envisioned with the university motto: Empowering
women with education; and the metamorphosis complete with the university imparting
education to nearly 6500 students in various programmes ranging from nursery to Ph.D.
Since the university became functional, a South Campus at Bhainswal Kalan and two

Regional Centres, one each at Lula Ahir and Kharal have been added.

Special Centers

Centre for Indic-Asian Studies (CIAS): BPSMV is the first and only university in
Haryana to be awarded prestigious Area Study Centre on Indic Asian Studies of UGC
which undertakes research on issues related to Indo-Asian knowledge systems. CIAS has
operationalized its dedicated participative website www.sthaneshwaranidh.ac.in which
contains information on various themes pertaining to Indo-Asian culture and traditions.
Centre for Society University Interface and Research (CSUIR): CSUIR was
established in August 2010 with an aim to bridge the disconnection between University
and society. It organizes courses and activities which are of direct relevance to the rural
community and to formulate schemes that recover traditional good agricultural practices,
sustain and conserve the vast knowledge reservoir of rural women. The Centre offers
innovative courses in three core areas viz. Integrated Energy Resource Management,
Microfinance Practices and Folk Medicine.

Human Resource Development Centre (HRDC): The objectives of HRDC at BPS
Mahila Vishwavidyalaya are in cognizance and harmony with the vision of MHRD and
UGC,; developing skilled academicians and educators for the growth of young minds. The
HRDC is committed to its vision of providing excellent training & development

programme in helping academicians to reach their full potential by developing their



academic competencies, pedagogical innovation and critical thinking skills. Teachers
from all over India have benefited by undertaking various courses offered by the HRDC.
Front Line Demonstration Centre (FLDC): Based on Indo Israel project, FLDC has
been established by BPSMV in 03 acres. The centre aims at training farmers and women
of neighboring villages in modern techniques of farming which in turn boosts their
economic independence.

Learning Resource Centre (LRC): The Learning Resource Centre has six state-of-the-
art Language laboratories equipped with latest technological software, which helps in
effective learning of communication skills, which are compulsory to learn for all the
enrolled students. LRC imparts training & guidance for appearing in International English
Proficiency Examination (IEPE) and Business English Certificate (BEC). The LRC had
the privilege of hosting American interns in English Language teaching.

Staff Training and Research Institute for Teaching of English (STRITE): It is the
autonomous Institute of BPSMV for imparting training in effective teaching of English
&operation of language laboratory to school and college teachers.

University Placement and Counseling Cell (UPACC): UPACC provides free placement
and counseling guidance to all the students of the University and also organizing
placement drives and workshops.

University Centre for Judicial Services (UCJS): UCJS has been established in the
University for imparting coaching and guidance for entering into judicial services.
Central Library: The Central Library has a stock of approximately 17013 books. It has
approximately 7000 users and subscribes to 55 National and International Journals, 04
Electronic  Databases  (Proquest, IBI, Lexis- Nexis, and Emerald), 70
Magazines & Periodicals and 22 Newspapers (Hindi& English). The library provides
access to reputed Databases/Journals like JSTOR, Institute for Studies in Industrial
Development (ISID) database, Economic & Political Weekly (E&PW), NDL E-resources
(World E-Book library, SAA) and Urkund Plagiarism Detection Software through
UGCINFONET Digital Libraries Consortium.

Women's Studies Centre: Women’s Studies Centre has been established to further the
University’s vision & mission by undertaking extensive collaborative research on

fundamental issues related to women and development. The Centre has initiated the

publication of bilingual Women Magazine ANANTA.
